Information and Fees for non-LSC work
· GP Expert Witness Clinical Negligence reports and qualifying work, and conferences with counsel will be charged at an hourly rate (currently £220 per hr, payable within 1 month) and can be charged for each 1/4th  hour.

· Preliminary advisory opinions are usually based on £395.00 - £500.00, depending on the volume of medical records – invoices for these are to be settled within 1 month
· Personal injury MedCo cases are charged at £180 payable at end of case whether or not the claim is successful.

· Non-MedCo Personal Injury cases are usually £220 without review of medical records.

· Attendance in court as an Expert Witness will be on the basis of £800 per part or half day (up to 4hrs) or £1600 per full day (up to 8hrs). 

· Travelling time will be charged at an hourly rate of £95.00, in addition to any travel (1st class rail, car mileage 60p/ml), subsistence and overnight costs. 

· If a court appearance is cancelled or rescheduled: at less than 14 days notice, I may levy a cancellation charge of up to 50% of the attendance fee; at less than 7 days notice, I may levy a cancellation charge of 100% of the attendance fee. These cancellation fees may be waived or reduced if alternative work is available and can be booked in.

· Please note my contract is with my instructing solicitor who will be liable for all my fees, and note that these fees will not be subject to cost assessment by the court and that all accounts are to be settled within 28 days (unless agreed otherwise) and may be reasonably varied on 1st April each year or any other time as may be agreed. 

· If payment is to be delayed beyond 1 month and up to 12 months, the hourly rate will be £230/hr.
· All invoices to be settled within 12 months maximum. I reserve the right to make additional charges for chasing up late payment of invoices.
· The average cost of a full report can be based on 5-6 hours work, on the assumption that there is an average amount of suitably prepared documents to study for the report. 

· Preliminary advice can usually be based on 2-3 hours work.

· All relevant documentation that I am asked to rely upon in writing my report must be sent electronically, first draft will be prepared and returned within 4 weeks unless I notify you otherwise.

· Any paper documents and CDs received are presumed to be copies of those held by the instructing party and will be shredded once relevant information has been transferred and stored electronically.
· Please note that Part35 reports for the court will include reference to all instructions received from my instructing solicitor, as well as to all documents sent me to consider in writing my report.

· I retain the copyright of my report and related correspondence, and it must not be shown to any persons other than to your client, in any form, without my written permission. 

· Agreement in writing (or email) by the instructing solicitors will be required prior to accepting instructions, or, upon my receipt of formal instructions and documentation following an initial enquiry, will be deemed to accept the above.

· For the avoidance of doubt, any correspondence sent to me whether by post or electronically will only be deemed to be valid once it has been received by me and confirmation has been sent in reply.
